RAIL SAFETY FOR FILMMAKERS
• Operation Lifesaver, Inc., the nation’s rail safety organization, works 

with the film industry and film schools to ensure no filming occurs on 
or near railroad tracks without permission from the railroad.

• All filmmakers, crews, film students, and amateurs who want to film 
MUST get permission from the railroad to film on or near the 
railroad tracks.

• Filmmakers must obtain a formal permit or contract from the 
railroad, based on the individual railroad’s legal requirements.

• Any filming on or near railroad tracks without explicit permission 
from the railroad can result in severe injury or death.
